SEATTLE (AP} — Jack Zek-
tzer, a 40-year-old unemployed
“mathematician, geologist and
computer programmer,” has
been convicied by a jury of
playing with his skateboard in
the  street.,

Zektzer demanded a jury
trial after poiice ticketed him
on March 18. The ticket reag.
“playing in the streets—skate-
boarding.”’

Zektzer told the jury Thurs-
day the law was “'dumb, vapue
and unconstiiuiional.”

The jury took 10 minuies to
hear the case. 1t took another
half hour to reach the guilty
verdict,

Municipal Judge Charles
Johnson fined Zekizer %25 and
added 350 court costs to the
original 85 ticket.

FORMER EIGEN MEMORIAL IN PARIS--A new
by the R.G.V. Eigen Memonial Commities

It 45 not generally hnown  that for a Long
peniod Rudold Eigen had a memorial o his
gendus  An the feam of a samall afation on the

Parnis Métno system. The finst Line of the
Metno was bullt between Porte de Vincennes and
Porte Maillet and came {nfc operation in 1900.
In a suaprise decision, the Dinectolre du
Métng desdignated a station Lo be named in
honon  of Edgen An  recognition both of his
sclentifle  contaibuiions and almost Legendary
standing with Pandisians of his day. Howevex,
the chodce of an Ausfnian mathematician had
pointed political overntones and was wsed as
part of an  abontive diplomatic initiative fo
drdve a wedge betfween the Austnian and Ger-
Ml emperois. Théophile  Deloassé,  the
French minisien fon  foreign afjairs, pre-
sented fLhe station keys to the Emperon Franz
Joseq in a  fowmal  cournt  cenemony at the
Schinbauun Palace in Vienna.

The station would have neceded into the
anonymity of the rest of the Métww nefwerk but
gon the wausual rofe Ot was fo play during the
Second World War. In 1940, Gewnan fonces com-
mandeened the station and made (€ headquartens
g0 the Zugkommando {Zk} Gruppe 111, a highly
specialized combat unit of Wehwmacht  railway
engineens. The 2k units had a poorly defined
but ambitious hofe in Operation Sealion [the
projected Anvasion of England}. Thein func-
Tion focussed on  a planned amphibious assauli
exeauted from E-boats stniking up the Thames
and atmed at the paralysds o contnol of Lon-
don's radlluay termind and Underground system.

With the wane of interest in Operation Sea-
Lion, control of Zhe station shifted to the
Luftwagfe and Edlgen station was eventually
used as a shipping point for paintings Lia-
Tended fon Ginding's anit cellection.

The station met &5 end at the hands of
German  awny  demelition Asquads in the with-
drawal  faom Pardis  dn 1944, Economics of

Métne operation mitigated against a fheopen-

ing of the station and the name of Eigen has
disappeared from post-warn Métho maps.
