T.13 A Current Assessment

Two years have passed since the foeundotion of the |AMG . Whaot
lessons have we learned since that time?

a. Mathematical gaology as a titte hos been accepted
by numerous geologists os @ new branch of the geological sciences.
The general probobilistic approoch hos been confirmed by
reality.

b. It has been proved that computirtion is helpful in geclogical
investigations, and 1t is impossibie, in mony cases, to get

wseful resulls in modern geclogy without computer applications.
The relative importance of the computational approach in
mathematical geology is not yet cleor.

. We are not able, 1o all coses, to oblain the solution of
inverse problems in mathemaotice! geolooy, but we understand
that these solutions can be found by using stochostic madels of
geological processes as a basks, We must delve deeper ond
examine more closely our geological concepts in order 1o find
mothematicel petrerns.

d. There have been cases of eversimplification in decision—
making because of an inadequate statistico! background on the
part of the investigator. We must seek more informal contacts
with appropriotely speciolised mothematicions.

We should attune curselves to the lessons to be learned from
science and industry.
