Approval of agenda: The agenda was approved by the members present

President's report 
Raimon provided an update on the search for a new treasurer as Tim Coburn, the current treasurer, has indicated his desire to retire from the role. At the council meeting on 9 Oct 2025 a motion was passed to appoint Dr Arja Jewbali treasurer effective 1 January 2026.
Further, committee Chairs (awards, lectures, student affairs and meetings) were filled and where necessary new members appointed by the committee chairs.

Treasurer's report
Tim provided an update on the following:
· Raimon acknowledged the work done by Sean McKenna and Tim Coburn.
· Tim provided an update about the Association's finances. The main points were
· Strong financial position with regards to endowment investments, but operating expenses remain challenging:
· Notable endowment growth in late 2024 and into 2025, plus improved cash reserves
· However, not in great shape (poor!) in terms of dues, subscriptions, return on conferences,
· We are basically living off of our endowment. We are going to need to increase dues, increase membership, increase ROI for annual meetings, or continue to dip into our endowments
· We have sufficient funds/endowment today, but ...
· We need to formalize the budget process
· A formal planning process that takes place early in the year
· Need to make sure that everyone understands that we cannot simply roll over funding from one year to the other
· Remain diligent to not support efforts that are outside our current budget

Secretary General’s Report
Ute advised that 3 on-line Council meetings were held during 2024/2025. There is an on-going work programme related to policies:
· Document retention and destruction policy (completed)
· Privacy Policy (almost complete, a Data Protection officer still needs to be appointed)
A referendum in November 2025 is in preparation to amend statutes and bylaws, more specifically:

Overall 25 applications were evaluated, of these 11 were for the Computers and Geosciences Research Scholarships, 9 for the Mathematical Geosciences Student Awards and 5 for the Natural Resources Research Student Awards.
